Proposed updates to the procedure will require the principal or delegate to ensure that staff
members approved to perform health procedures have current CPR training when advised by
the state schools registered nurse that this is required, such as for administering midazolam.

2. Updates also require staff members who volunteer to undertake student’s health support
procedures complete and retain CPR training currency as required by the principal.

3. Update to Voluntary Undertaking to perform a student’s health procedures form to remove the
requirement for a signature from the assessor, as this record of competency is now available
for principals on the Learning and Development site. The form now serves as a record that the
staff member has volunteered to undertake the procedure and feels confident and capable in
their capacity to undertake the procedure.
